This child care center is a participant in the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP), a
United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) program.

MDE is required to verify the enrollment, attendance and meals/snacks typically consumed by
children while they are in care. MDE staff may contact you regarding your child’s participation
in our day care center.

Infant formula and dry infant cereal must be iron-fortified.

Foods shall be of texture and consistency appropriate for the particular age served.

Foods shall be served during a span of time consistent with the child’s eating habits.

Additional foods may be served to infants 4 months of age and older, with the intent of improving their overall nutrition.
Breast milk must be provided by the infant’'s own mother.

Bread or crackers must be made from whole grain or enriched meal or flour and suitable for an infant for use as finger food.
Do not serve peanut butter, egg whites, commercially prepared fish products (such as fish sticks) and honey (including graham
crackers made with honey) to infants.
